As shared in a video we sent out to families a couple of months ago, DCC Catering Services had previously informed
us that they would only accept formal medical proof that a child had a food allergy and would be unable to provide
alternative meals until this medical proof had been established. In their new communications with us over Easter, they
have provided different information and are keen to point out that the previous information they had provided had been
shared with us in error.

We are delighted that their stance is different to what had previously been shared with us. DCC Catering Services will
still need proof of a child’s food allergy but they are happy to provide alternative meals in the meantime, until proof can
be established.



Bikeability
