Hands Up in Class

On the subject of Class Dojo videos, a parent caught me last week to say that another parent had told them that the
children are now going to get in trouble for putting their hands up in class. This is absolutely not the case and has
never been said by us.

The Class Dojo video from July 11 on ‘hands up’ explains clearly that we are no longer using ‘hands up’ for children to
answer specific questions asked by the teacher, this is to stop the same children dominating class discussions. It does
not refer to a child putting their hand up if they’re stuck, or need some help from an adult, or need the toilet etc. Of
course children can still put their hands up to do this and they are encouraged to do so.

If you're ever concerned about anything you think we might be doing, please come and speak with me so | can clarify
any misconceptions, like this one.
